Answers vary. Looked to God for help. Waited until he calmed down to make a decision.

3. Nebuchadnezzar had a problem controlling his temper. Can you think of
someone in the life of David that had trouble controlling his anger? sau/

4. How were Saul and Nebuchadnezzar alike?
Answers vary. Both were proud and selfish; neither looked to God for help.

5. Daniel and his friends did not react to the king’s commandments in anger
even though they were being treated unfairly. Why do you think they
reacted differently?

Answers vary. They “purposed in their hearts” to do what was right no matter what; they loved God; etc.

6. Daniel and his friends honored God with their commitment to do right. What
